MILY BARRATT ,now riggsed as a ketch,was built at TMillilom
as a trading sSchooner Tfor the sStone trade out of that
port. She was designed and built by a Wel shman,Huagh
Jones,of Amwlch,and her first skipper was also Welshe.
She spent many years trading in the Irish Sea and down
the Welsh coast before her ownership transferred to
Devon and she then spent a number of years,pre—World
War Two,trading in the Bristol Channel — mainly in coal.
Puring that war,she was in service with the Admiralty
as a barrage auxiliary.-

If all goes well,she will be restored wvia an MSC scheme,
while the Council®'s scheme to improve the gate in the
barrage at Pembroke goes ahead,and she will then be |
moored at a berth in the basin below Pembroke Castle as

a tourist attraction,a heritage display and a start to
the collection we hope to establishe.
